Материалы (5 вариантов) систематизированы и  созданы в формате ЕГЭ. Они совпадают по типу предложенных заданий с заданиями, представленными в демонстрационных  вариантах контрольных измерительных материалов ЕГЭ по английскому языку последних лет. Обозначения заданий буквами и цифрами совпадают с обозначениями соответствующих типовых заданий по чтению, лексике и грамматике.  Это сделано специально  для удобства учителей и учащихся, которые будут использовать их при подготовке к ЕГЭ. Материалы аутентичны по содержанию. Они содержат интересный страноведческий материал. В них использованы оригинальные неадаптированные тексты из произведений Марка Твена «Принц и нищий», Теодора Драйзера «Сестра Кэрри» и «Американская трагедия», Шарлотты Бронте «Джейн Эйр», Дафны дю Морье «Ребекка». 

Задания по аудированию и письму  автором не предусматривались и, следовательно, буквенно-цифровые обозначения их – В1, А1-А14, С1, С2 отсутствуют.

Along with other cases, this case has raised questions in Britain about police questioning of people they have caught for a crime, and about the way mistakes in justice are put right.
E. A popular serial story "East Enders" on the daily lives and emotional experiences of a group of people broadcast on BBC 1 from 1985. The story centers on the inhabitants of an imaginary location called Albert Square in the East End of London, and it deals with current moral and other topical issues. The program is transmitted twice a week, on Tuesdays and Thursdays, and has a weekly repeat of both episodes on Sundays. The series has a large viewing audience.
F. London has been the centre of English drama since the first theatre was built by James Burbage in 1576. Nowadays there are 204 theatres in London, a quarter of which are in Westminster's West End, and well over 1,000 drama companies. London has a large number of museums and art collections. It is a centre for the world's art trade, with many galleries and auction houses situated around Cork Street and Bond Street. London has over 300 museums.
G. London plays a very important role in the industrial development of Great Britain, the main industrial sites being in the East End. It is the country's main centre of printing and of manufacture of clothing, food and many other products. Factories are scattered throughout the older inner city districts, where they are often surrounded by streets of small houses.

The Lord Chancellor, chairman of the House of Lords, still sits on the large sack of wool covered with red cloth. Many, many years ago, B_______________________, it naturally was the symbol of the country's power. Today the Woolsack is a mere tradition. 

Many traditions are found in the House of Commons, too. When its new chairman, the Speaker, is elected, he is dragged to his chair putting up a show of resistance. This custom dates from C_______________________.


Now take the voting procedure in the House of Commons. After the discussion of a bill the Speaker asks D___________________________. In case the approval is not unanimous some of the some of the members shout 'Aye' (which is derived from the old French word meaning 'Yes') and others shout 'No'. Then the Speaker 'calls for division', or in other words, puts the bill to the vote. This is called 'division' since the voting is done by dividing: the members leave their seats and pass into the corridors through different doors, to show which way they are voting. The votes are counted as the members go through.


And here is another Parliament tradition. In the House of Commons there are benches and not separate seats as in most European parliaments. The first strange thing about those benches is E___________________________, but only for the two-thirds of their number. So, in case all the Members of Parliament appear at the session there won't be enough room for sitting. The second thing is F________________________while the Speaker's chair is in the centre of the House, between those rows of benches.

A. Greenwich is a borough in SE London, on the River Thames. It is well-known for the royal Naval College designed by Christopher Wren, on the site of a former royal palace, and the National Maritime Museum. The Royal Observatory, founded at Greenwich in 1675, has been moved in 1948 to Herstmonceux, in Sussex, but longitude is still calculated from the Greenwich meridian, Greenwich Mean Time (GMT) takes its name from the Greenwich Observatory, which is now part of the National Maritime Museum.

B. Running a city as large as London is a major task. Until 1986 the metropolis was governed by the Greater London Council (the GLC). Its main function was to deal with problems that affect the whole metropolitan area, such as traffic control, motor road construction and maintenance, big housing developments and research and planning for the entire area. The boroughs  are run by locally elected councils. They are responsible for education, health and welfare services. There are 33 local authorities in the capital, providing a range of local and other services for Londoners.

C. Sloane Ranger (Sloane) is a stereotype of a young person, especially a woman, who comes from an upper middle-class family, especially from the country areas in the south of England, and a particular set of conservative values. Sloane Rangers typically wear designer clothes and spend a lot of time on their social lives, especially in fashionable places such as Chelsea.
D.  The Old Vic is a well-known London theatre opened in 1818, originally as the Royal Coburg, but in 1833 renamed the Royal Victoria Theatre in honour of the 14-year-old princess (later Queen) Victoria. From 1963 the theatre became the temporary home of the National Theatre Company, and from 1976 was used by the Young Vic, who later made their home nearby. In 1980 the Old Vic closed, due to the collapse of the Old Vic Company, but the theatre was reopened in 1982.
E. Yeoman Warder is one of the guardians at the Tower of London, who wears a similar uniform to that worn by the Yeomen of the Guard. Yeomen Warders have apparently existed since the 11th century, when the White Tower was built. A Yeoman Warder is popularly nicknamed a Beefeater (and this name is also sometimes used for a member of the Yeomen of the Guard).

F. The Notting Hill Carnival is an annual West Indian carnival held over the August Bank Holiday in the streets of Notting Hill, W London, since 1966, when it was founded as a pure local fair. People who take part dress up in fabulous costumes, street bands play African and Caribbean dance music and people dance and blow whistles. It's the biggest carnival outside Brazil. Some carnivals of the 1970s were marred by clashes between whites and blacks, and between participants and the police.
G. The Waterloo and City Line is one of the oldest underground railway lines, linking Waterloo with the City (of London). It is mainly used by businessmen who live in the southern Home Counties, and who travel to and from London via Waterloo main line station. The line is operated by the Southern Region of BR, not by London Regional Transport, and is closed on Sundays.

"What did you say, Miss?"


"Nothing: I covered my face with the bedclothes, and turned from her to the wall."


"That was wrong, Miss Jane."


"It was quite right, Bessie. Your Missis has not been my friend: she has been my foe."

"O Miss Jane! don't say so!"


"Good-bye to Gateshead!" cried I, as we passed through the hall and went out at the front door.


The moon was set, and it was very dark; Bessie carried a lantern, whose light glanced on wet steps and gravel road sodden by a recent thaw. Raw and chill was the winter morning: my teeth chattered as I hastened down the drive. There was a light in the porter's lodge: when we reached it, we found  the porter's wife just kindling her fire: my trunk, which had been carried down the evening before, stood corded at the door. It wanted but a few minutes of six, and shortly after that hour had struck, the distant roll of wheels announced the coming coach; I went to the door and watched its lamps approach rapidly through the gloom. 


"Is she going by herself?" asked the porter's wife.

"Yes."


"And how far is it?"


"Fifty miles."

"What a long way! I wonder Mrs. Reed is not afraid to trust her so far alone."


The coach drew up; there it was at the gates with its four horses and its top laden with passengers: the guard and coachman loudly urged haste; my trunk was hoisted up; I was taken from Bessie's neck, to which I clung with kisses.


"Be sure and take good care of her," cried she to the guard, as he lifted me into the inside.

A. Harrods is a fashionable London department store, one of the largest in Europe. The store, in Knightsbridge, claims to be able to supply any article and provide any service. Henry Harrod owned a small grocer's shop on the same site in the 1840s and in 1861, his son turned it into a shop selling many different kinds of articles.

Trains run every day at frequent intervals from early morning to about midnight, and are usually very crowded in the rush hour.

 Tom's early life


The house which Tom's father lived in was up a foul little pocket called Offal Court, out of Pudding Lane. It was small, decayed, and rickety, but it was packed full of wretchedly poor families. Canty's tribe occupied a room on the third floor. The mother and father had a sort of bedstead in the corner; but Tom, his grandmother, and his two sisters, Bet and Nan, were not restricted - they had all the floor to themselves and might sleep where they chose. All Offal Court was just such another hive as Canty's house. Drunkenness, riot, and brawling were the order there every night and nearly all night long. Broken heads were as common as hunger in that place. Yet little Tom was not unhappy. He had a hard time of it, but did not know it. It was the sort of time that all the Offal Court boys had; therefore he supposed it was the correct and comfortable thing. When he came home empty-handed at night, he knew his father would curse him and thrash him first, and that when was done the awful grandmother would do it all over again and improve on it, and that away in the night his starving mother would slip to him stealthily with any miserable scrap or crust she had been able to save for him by going hungry herself, notwithstanding she was often caught in that sort of treason and soundly beaten for it by her husband.


No, Tom's life went along well enough, especially in summer. He only begged just enough to save himself, for the laws against mendicancy were stringent and the penalties heavy; so he put in a good deal of his time listening to good Father Andrew's charming old tales and legends about giants and fairies, dwarfs and genii, and enchanted castles, and gorgeous kings and princes. His head grew to be full of these wonderful things, and many a night as he lay in the dark on his scant and offensive straw, tired, hungry, and smarting from a thrashing, he unleashed his imagination and soon forgot his aches and pains in delicious picturings to himself of the charmed life of a petted prince in a regal palace.
