ПЛАН УРОКА
Тема: “READING AND FAMOUS AMERICAN WRITERS”
Познавательный аспект - обобщение и дополнение знаний об американских писателях, формирование у ребят представления об американской классической литературе
Развивающий аспект - развитие способности к выбору выражений, адекватных ситуации общения, развитие коммуникабельности, личностной активности, творческого мышления и воображения.
Воспитательный аспект - воспитание уважительного отношения к другой культуре, любви к классической литературе.
Учебный аспект - развитие речевых умений, тестовый контроль аудирования пройденного материала.
Сопутствующая задача - развитие умения осуществлять продуктивные речевые действия.
Оснащение урока - компьютер, проектор, экран, книги американских писателей, иллюстрации к некоторым произведениям, карточки для тестового контроля аудирования.

Ход урока:
1.  Оргмомент. Good morning, girls and boys. The topic of our today’s lesson is
“Reading and famous American writers” I’m going to use a computer today. Look at the screen. You see some sayings here. We translated them last lesson. Let’s read them and translate. “Reading is to my mind what exercise is to the body. » Addison (1672-1719)
“The world is a book and those who do not travel read only a page” 

St. Augustine 
“The pen is the tongue of the mind.” Miguel Cervantes (1547-1616)
“Live and learn”

2.  Речевая зарядка. And what about you?
1). Do you like reading?
2). What kind of reading do you prefer?
3). Where do you get books for reading?
Thank you. As for me, I also can’t imagine my life without books. I prefer psychological novels. I have a rich home library but I sometimes borrow books from the library.
3.  Контроль д/з.Well, you learnt two dialogues at home.
The first one is about reading in general. You are welcome!
Учащиеся инсценируют диалоги.
A. Do you like reading?
B. I enjoy reading! I simply cannot imagine my life without books.
A. And what kind of reading do you prefer?
B. Oh, I am fond of historical novels. I also like reading adventure stories and science fiction.
A. What about fantasy?
B. I don’t like fantasy. I find it boring.
A. Do you? How strange. To my mind, fantasy is exciting reading.
B. Well, I don’t find it exciting. And anyway, I prefer instructive reading.
Thank you for the dialogue. The second one is about the book by Thomas Meine Reid “The headless horseman” You are welcome!
Учащиеся инсценируют диалог.
A. Hello! I’d like to exchange books. 
B. Very good. What book are you returning?
A. “Jane Eyre” by Charlotte Bronte. Thank you for this book. I enjoyed reading it. The plot is very interesting and the characters are well drawn.
B. Of course. Charlotte Bronte is an outstanding author, and her novel “Jane Eyre” made her name famous. Indeed, this book is one of the treasures of world literature. And what would you like to take today?
A. Today, for a change, I’d like to read an adventure story. I wonder if you could recommend me something exciting.
B. Have you read “The headless Horseman” by Thomas Mayne Reid?
A. No, not yet. But the title sounds promising.
B. Well, if you want exciting reading, “The headless Horseman” is just the thing. The scene is laid in America, in the Wild West, as they called it, and the time is the 19th century.
A. The 19th century…the Wild West…cowboys…sombreros… Yes, I think the book will be interesting.
B. You will like it. You will find there brave noble men, beautiful women, a lot of adventure and great love. And - a happy end.

A. Oh, I love happy ends! Thank you very much.
B. You are welcome.

4.   Презентация американских писателей.
Thank you. Yes, Thomas Meine Reid wrote a lot of adventure books. He is a famous American writer. America is famous for its talented writers and we are going to speak about some of them.
Look at the screen.СЛАЙД 1 You see Mark Twain. He was born in 1835 and he died in 1910. Here are some of his writings - literary works, selected stories, masterpieces. Read and translate them - The adventures of Tom Sawyer and The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn. The Prince and the Pauper.

Well “The Prince and the Pauper” is certainly Mark Twain’s masterpiece.
Look at the screen. You see the cover of the book. It costs very much because it was published in America many years ago. I know that you have prepared a short summary of the book. We wish you would retell it.(Ученики представляют свое сообщение)
And now I want you to watch some illustrations to Mark Twain’s literary works. Демонстрация слайдов с эпизодами из произведения «Приключения Тома Сойера»- Tom is painting the fence. Tom is very sly, clever, lazy-bone. Tom and Bekky Thatcher. Tom on the bank of the river Thames.
Episodes from “The adventures of Huckleberry Finn.”
Thank you for your paintings and pictures and now a new portrait. Демонстрируется портрет Бичер Стоу.  Who is this? Yes, Harriet Becher Stowe. She was born in…and died in…. Her literary work “Uncle Tom’s cabin” is well known in the world of literature.
Let’s say some words about her biography. (Дети рассказывают биографию)
Now let’s watch some illustrations to the novel. Демонстрация слайдов к произведению «Хижина Дяди Тома».
Now look at the screen. You see Jack London and his literary works.
The most famous ones are “For the love of a man”, “The call of the wild” “Martin Eden”, “Brown Wolf”
He was born in 1876 and died in 1916. Let’s listen to his biography. We have some illustrations to his literary works. Подбираются подходящие иллюстрации. I want you to retell a story about Martin Eden.
And here is another portrait. Yes, he is Theodore Dreiser. And these are his most famous writings - “The American Tragedy”, “Sister Carry”, and “Jenny Gerhard”. Let’s revise his biography. Демонстрируются подходящие слайды. Комментарии учителя.
And at last Ernest Hemingway.Слайд с его портретом. He was born in 1899 and died in 1961. Here are some of his famous writings - “The Old Man and the Sea”, “The Sun Also Rises” and “A Farewell to Arms”. Let’s retell his biography. And some illustrations to his works.Демонстрируются слайды и звучат комментарии учителя.
5.   Контроль визуальной памяти. Now let’s examine your visual memory.
Name the writer and his literary works. Меняются слайды с портретами писателей, ученики называют писателя и его произведения.
6. Тестовый контроль аудирования. (учитель рассказывает биографии писателей, ученики аудируют и помечают соответствия в карточках)
